DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  There were no declarations of interest.

POLICE REPORT:   PC Gail Greenhouse reported that April 2007 had shown an increase over April 2006 by eight crimes, most of which were ascribed to burglaries and miscellaneous crimes.   On a positive note, an arrest had been made of a burglar from Cheltenham who admitted several other burglaries in the village and whose trial was pending.  There were still youth problems associated with vandalism, but there was encouraging news that some witnesses had agreed to come forward to give detailed descriptions.  PC Greenhouse explained that she had rearranged her working hours to undertake more targeted evening patrols, as had Community Support Officer Davies.  Regarding the bye-laws, PC Greenhouse reported that the Force Solicitor had approved these being enforced by the police with absolute discretion, although the maximum fine subject to a prosecuting proceeding would be £20.  A new Community Support Officer, Phil Schoenrock, will be joining the Broadway Police Establishment in November/December.  He was already well known to the village and the surrounding rural areas having been a serving police officer for thirty years.  Several councillors were concerned at the lack of powers for CSOs, and PC Greenhouse confirmed that they had no authority to act on parking offences, including double yellow lines.  Indeed, their only powers, apart from engagement with the local community, were restricted to issuing fixed penalty notices for litter and dog fouling offences.

MINUTES OF ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 10:05:07  Proposed by Councillor Penny, seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock, and carried unanimously, the Minutes of the Annual General meeting held on the 10th May 2007 were accepted as a true record, and were signed and dated accordingly.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS:  

District Councillor Folkes reported that a consultative meeting was held on Wednesday 20th June regarding  the Regional Spatial Strategy.  Professor Derek Wakelin and Mr. Stuart Bates from the Broadway Trust were in attendance.  Although the District Council still advocated Option 2, it was clear that pressure was growing to move towards Option 3 which involved the greatest increase in new housing stock for the area.

County/District Councillor Mrs. Eyre reported there had been a review of arts expenditure and a grant of £100,000 was being moved to another directorate.  There was  concern for the future of outer education.  On the subject of Waste Strategy, greater clarification on charging was required and, equally, there was confusion about the mowing map for Broadway, and it was hoped that a new one would soon be produced which would seek to rationalise the current confusion in this area.  Councillor Penny queried why traffic wardens ceased working at 5.00 pm., but Councillor Eyre maintained that their duties were scheduled until 10.00 pm although evidently not in Broadway.

CLERK’S REPORT AND CORRESPONDENCE:

The County Council had issued a Prohibition of Waiting Notice on Childswickham Road, Broadway, which would be published in the local press.  Any comments must be received by 28th June.  This will affect both sides of the road from a point 14m west of its junction with the B4632 Cheltenham Road for a distance of 148m in a westerly direction.


Community First had advised that the Community Champions fund runs out in October, and applications were invited from suitable applicants.  The Clerk had informed the Youth Club who may be eligible for an award.


Abbey Forestry had written to report further remedial work had been undertaken to a tree outside the Broadway Hotel as, in their opinion, the contractors had not removed sufficient material to make it safe due to the tree being split at the top.  Mr. Woods stated that there would be no extra charge for this service. He was also to inspect the fungus on the horse chestnuts on the Village Green to ascertain if any further remedial work was required.


There had been a good response to the CALC training initiative for councillors for which Council receives a bursary.  However, it was a requirement under the terms of the bursary that CALC support staff to visit and meet with representatives to undertake a Quality Parish audit.  The Chairman and the Vice-Chairman were to attend a meeting which will take place on Monday, 2nd July, at 10.30 am.  







The District Council informed the Clerk that Broadway had been successful in its application to take part in the Village Clean-up Bursary Scheme regarding the  Communities Against Litter Campaign 2007.  Mr. Neil Hilton was to organising a litter pick in aid of Broadway Youth Club at a date still to be confirmed. 


A contribution of £584.09 had been received from Mr. & Mrs. Roe for the purchase of a new bench opposite the War Memorial.  The bench was ordered from Glasdon Manufacturing Limited and is now in situ.


Following Council’s instruction at the last meeting, the Clerk wrote to the District Council requesting a further tranche of Section 106 monies amounting to £8,816 for the replacement of the timbered cable aerial slide which RoSPA had condemned as unsafe.  This application was being considered together with the previous application for the release of £11,000 for improvements to the skateboard park.  Following a preliminary meeting with our two District Councillors, a recommendation will then be made to the Executive Committee for these applications.  The Recreation sub-group had met twice to discuss the state of the Play Area, which they described as “a disgrace”, and are recommending that Council should support a virtual replacement of all equipment other than the swings, and that this should be funded from Section 106 monies.  Councillor Greig supported the recommendation as well as the proposal that Councillor Mrs. Wilson should take over the Chairmanship of the Recreation sub-group in place of Councillor Toye as a result of business pressure.  This was seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock and unanimously approved.

Westminster Morris Men requested permission to dance at the Lygon Arms on Saturday, 14th July.  This was the same date as St. Saviours fete, so would add to the attractions.


Broadway was one of eight villages short-listed for the annual Calor Gas “Village of the Year” competition in the District round of the award.  A visit of judges was scheduled for Monday, 9th July, and a sub group had been formed, which included the Clerk, to assist in organising the preparations for the judges.


The Clerk returned the documentation relating to the annual audit to the external auditor, Mr. J. R. Bates at Clement Keys, Birmingham.  Closure of the audit is awaited to complete this year’s process.


The County Council had returned their signed agreement to the Parish Paths Partnership Scheme confirming that £425 be allocated to Broadway for the scheme.  












The Planning Committee of the Parish Council considered a request from Mr. J. I. Evans of Fairview, Lower Green, to issue an order to allow him to continue parking on the small strip of land adjacent to his property.  The Committee declined the request on the grounds that it would cause an obstruction and create a precedent.


Councillors were reminded of the urgency for returning their election expense forms, even if there had been a nil return, or they could face a fine.


The Standards Board had issued copies of their new publication “The Code of Conduct Guide for Members”, together with a pocket guide, which will be issued to every member of Council.


The Clerk had erected two new signs in the Recreation Area to help enforce the bye-laws.  These will hopefully be enforced by the local Police. 

The District Council had requested that the Parish Council nominate suitable structures for the Wychavon Building Design Awards 2007.  

Following consultations with the Renfrew family over the purchase of land to extend the central car park, the Clerk had written, at Mr. David Renfrew’s request, to Brian Norfolk at the District Council to find out what kind of valuation would likely to be placed on the land before the family wish to proceed with any valuation by the District Valuer.


The Clerk has heard from the District Council that the installation of the CCTV cameras will be finalised during the week commencing 25th June, at which point there will be some testing to be done before they go live.  Once this has been concluded, follow up arrangements will be made for a visit to the Control Room to see the cameras in action.


The Clerk received a request from the editor of the Broadway Newsletter concerning possible future financial support from the Parish Council to help the project to continue.  The inauguration of the newsletter followed a recommendation for better communication in the Parish Plan. Councillor Keane proposed that an approximate figure of £450 be set aside for subsidising the Newsletter, seconded by Councillor Williams and unanimously approved.


The Clerk had received a letter from the Chairman of the Traders’ Association, Mrs. Buchan, which contained remarks allegedly made by Councillor Barton in the Observer newspaper.  In the event, Councillor Barton stated that an apology would be forthcoming from the editor of the newspaper as he had been misquoted.  The Chairman used this opportunity to remind all councillors of the need to conduct any press enquiries via the Clerk in order to avoid any possible breach of the Code of Conduct.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND WORKING GROUPS:

Reports from the Visitor Management Group, the Village Design Statement, and the Youth Community Forum, had been circulated to councillors, and the recommendations from the Recreation sub-Group  had been dealt with under the Clerk’s Report in the previous agenda item.  The Chairman reminded all councillors of the need to hold any meetings of their sub-Groups at the Parish Council Office.

PLANNING COMMITTEE  / PACT REPRESENTATIVE:


Planning Committee:  in view of the shortage of councillors at the meeting, it was agreed to defer the nominations of two councillors to a future meeting.


PACT Meeting Representative:  Councillor Grieg was proposed by Councillor Mrs. Stock to serve at future PACT meetings.  This was seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stephenson and unanimously agreed.

The nomination procedure for the 2007 Broadway Community Award had been circulated to all councillors.  Notices requesting nominations had been put on the Parish and  Church noticeboards, and in the Library.

PARISH LENGTHSMAN / SCHEDULE OF WORKS:


The Clerk confirmed that the lengthsman had completed his training and was now ready to undertake his duties.  It was agreed that where possible a schedule of works would be agreed with Council, and an initial programme of work would include the laying of rubber matting to protect the grass verges in the High Street outside Lloyds TSB Bank and St. Patricks, as well as tidying up the overgrown areas at the gates to the Play Area.  This was proposed by Councillor Greig, seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stephenson, and unanimously agreed.
(12)   PLANNING:


Councillor Penny queried why there had been no response from the District Council to his enquiry as to why no planning application had been submitted by Chandlers, 24 Leamington Road, for a garage and workshop.  Councillor Folkes stated that Head of Planning, Mrs. Jill Collins, would be dealing with this matter.  Councillor Folkes also explained that the application regarding 117 High Street had not been withdrawn but simply modified.
