APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:  There were no apologies for absence.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  There were no declarations of interest.

POLICE REPORT:


PC Greenhouse reported an increase in crime of three per cent year on year between the 1st April until the 3rd September 2007.  The largest single increase was due to burglaries of both dwelling and non-dwelling, and PC Greenhouse urged councillors and the public to report any suspicious behaviour.  She also reported that although the CCTV cameras were now operational a problem had occurred on one occasion with trees obscuring vision.   Even though the electric lights are not yet in operation this did not seem to affect the infra-red ability of the cameras to detect night time activity.  Finally, PC Greenhouse reported that PC Phil. Schoenrock will be joining in four to five weeks as the new Community Support Officer.

County Councillor Mrs. Eyre had previously circulated a list of her activities for Council.  

District Councillor Folkes reported that a District Council meeting would take place on Tuesday, 30th October, at which a final decision would be taken on the waste recycling and street cleaning contract options.

CORRESPONDENCE AND CLERK’S REPORT:


Three bookings for the Village Green have already been requested for 2008. The Regatta Committee/Councillor Mrs. Eyre for Saturday, 19th July, Broadway Show Society for Saturday, 13th September. and the URC for Saturday, 28th June. 


The Clerk had issued cheques for charitable donations and grants as previously authorised by Council.  The recipients so far are the Evesham and Pershore Neighbourhood Watch £100, North Cotswold Volunteer Help Centre £100, Signpost £100, Tourist Information Centre £500, St. Michael & All Angels Churchyard £500, and the Vale of Evesham Volunteer Centre £200.  Most have sent letters of appreciation and thanks to Council for enabling them to continue their good works for the community.


A cheque was received for £500 for the Village Clean-up Bursary organised by Mr. Neil Hilton and, as agreed by Council, these monies have been paid to Broadway Youth Club who assisted Mr. Hilton with the litter pick.


The Chairman had received a letter of resignation from Councillor John Barton which was accepted.  Notice of a vacancy had been posted on the village noticeboard, and as no applications had been received Council may now proceed to co-opt a new member.


Meanwhile, the Standards Board for England had written to the Clerk regarding an alleged breach of the Code of Conduct following a complaint made by Councillor Barton concerning the alleged conduct of Councillor Folkes and the Clerk of the Council following Councillor Barton’s resignation from Council.  In the event, the Standards Board decided not to take the matter any further as, having taken account of all the available information, they did not believe that any potential breach of the Code was disclosed.  


Following comments made by Councillor Mrs. Wilson at the last Parish Council meeting about poor signposting in the village, the matter was discussed at the last Village Management Group meeting and Chris. Brookes of the District Council confirmed that the Cotswold Way co-ordinator had agreed with the Footpaths Officer, David Jelfs, to supply a new sign arm to Broadway Tower for the benefit of tourists.


An Extraordinary General Meeting was held on Flooding on Thursday, 13th September, at which it was agreed to set up a Flooding sub-group to be chaired by Councillor Williams, together with Councillors Penny, Greig and Mrs. Wilson.  It was also agreed to co-opt John Hankinson to the sub-group following his presentation on the causes and remedies of the 20th July flooding.  The recommendations made by Mr. Hankinson formed the terms of reference for the new sub-group.


Fred. Davies, District Council Policy Manager, had written to remind all councillors that an Issue and Options paper for the South Worcestershire Joint Core Strategy would be launched for a six week consultation beginning on 2nd November.  The nearest briefing location for Broadway is Evesham Town Hall on Tuesday, 20th November, from 4.00 to 6.00 pm followed by a public consultation.


The Clerk had now received a more competitive quotation for the work on the High Street verges.  The cost of the matting is now £620 + VAT which is roughly half of the previous quotation.  This work had now commenced and the cost would be shared with the Broadway Trust. 


Ian Marshall of the District Council had written to all councillors to remind them of the need to attend a training event on the Code of Conduct if they had not already done so.  The event is to be held on 7th November at 6.00 pm at the District Council, Queen Elizabeth Drive, Pershore.


The Clerk had received a copy of the Wychavon District Plan which was adopted on 7th June 2006.  The Plan provides a detailed framework for the future development of the District until 2011.


County Councillor Mrs. Eyre had previously commented on the impact on residents’ parking with the proposal to extend double yellow lines at Wells Gardens by 10m.  Councillor Mrs. Eyre believes that 5m would be a better compromise as the Co-op site may be reopened in the future, and the turning of HGV’s and refuse lorries would be able to cope with 5m.


Councillor Eyre had also commented on the Leedons Caravan Park expansion which she agreed to research at the Parish Council meeting held in August.  It involves two hundred and ninety-five permanent caravans and one hundred and fifteen holiday caravans with numerous conditions attached.  She suggests that as a first step an officer from the District Council addresses Council on this subject.  At this stage, however, no planning application on change of use had been received.


The County Council had sent the draft Integrated Passenger Transport Strategy 2007 which will be submitted for Cabinet approval on 8th February.


The South Worcestershire Joint Care Strategy has invited councillors to a Town/Parish Council consultation event as part of the initial stage of taking the strategy through to adoption early in 2010.  The meeting will be held at Evesham Town Hall from 4.00 to 6.00 pm on Tuesday, 20th November.  


The West Midlands Regional Assembly is currently revising the Regional Spatial Strategy and has invited all regional partners and communities to get involved.  The draft Project Plan will be formally launched for consultation at a public event on Tuesday, 27th November, 9.30 am to 1.00 pm, at the Burlington Hotel in the centre of Birmingham.


The Clerk had received a proposal from Trinity House Fine Art who have taken on the lease of the premises from Mr Keil of the Old School House as a Fine Art Gallery. As like a number of other traders, however, they are concerned about the state of the Bus Shelter adjacent to the building and have offered to demolish it at their own cost and replace it with a low wall and railings which they feel would be more in keeping with the surroundings. In addition, there is the ongoing problem of vandalism and graffiti which costs the Council considerable sums each year to remedy. Trinity Fine Art recognises that this would not only be in the interests of the village but also for themselves and many other traders who would benefit from a more attractive façade. In recognition of this they would be willing to make a financial contribution of one thousand pounds (£1,000) towards a Youth Shelter which may form part of the new scheme for the Recreation Area.
Councillor Penny commented that the bus shelter was a well known landmark in the village, but that £1,000 would be a welcome contribution to the Recreation Area project.  Councillor Mrs. Stephenson was concerned that some residents may not welcome the exchange of a youth shelter for the bus shelter.  Other councillors acknowledged that the bus shelter was principally used now by the youth as a meeting point, and Councillor Mrs. Wilson felt that if something was being taken away from the village it was only fair that something should be given back.  Councillor Penny proposed that the decision to remove the bus shelter and replace it with a low wall and railings should be deferred to the Emergency Committee.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor Greig, and unanimously supported.

CO-OPTION OF A NEW COUNCILLOR:


Following the display of the customary statutory notice for a vacancy, there had been no applications of interest to the District Council who had now instructed Council to co-opt a new councillor as soon as possible.  The Clerk had only received one letter of application from Mr. Nigel Robinson.  Councillor Shaw felt that Council was acting in haste and that it could manage perfectly well with only twelve councillors.  The Chairman moved, however, that Council was acting perfectly correctly in appointing Mr. Robinson in spite of the criticisms made by Councillor Shaw.  Councillor Penny commented that Mr. Robinson, who had previously served as a councillor, had been a great asset to Council, particularly in respect of his work with young people, and proposed that he be elected to fill the vacancy.  This proposal was seconded by the Chairman with six votes in favour, three against, and two abstentions.  Hence the proposal was  carried.

REPORTS / VISITOR MANAGEMENT GROUP, FLOODING SUB-GROUP, RECREATION SUB-GROUP, PACT





Reports from the Visitor Management Group, the Flooding sub-group and the Recreation sub-group, had previously been circulated.  Councillor Mrs. Wilson, Chairman of the Recreation Sub-group, proposed that all quotations linked to the tendering process should be verified by the Chairman of Council, the Chairman of the Finance Working Group, and the Clerk, before being finalised.


The Clerk, who had chaired the last PACT meeting, reported that the fourth Broadway PACT meeting was held at the Lifford Hall on Tuesday, 25th September, and attended by some twenty residents.  The meeting heard presentations from Mr. Geoff. Carpenter on the legislation concerning dog fouling and an outline of the powers for District and Parish Councils which include the issuing of fixed penalties of £75.00.  Mr. Carpenter was anxious to get the community more involved but, equally, sought to deter vigilante groups from harassing dog owners.  Several people commented that more dog patrols were required in the Broadway area with high profile prosecutions to deter owners who fail to obey the law. Sgt. Phil Stayte updated the meeting on speeding offences and confirmed that 72 speeding tickets had been issued, with 40% of the offenders being local. Mr Gordon Franks outlined what was being done to help reduce anti-social behaviour with a new Youth Drama group at the Lifford Hall. He concluded that there only minority who made problems and that it was largely under control.  No date was set for the next meeting. The top three items for future action were as follows - first, the need by the District Council to increase the free parking time for parents dropping and collecting their children from school at the Shear House Car Park; second, the new policies on waste reduction and the failure of the District Council to properly advertise the recent Waste Road Show; and third, the ongoing problem of obstruction in Back Lane and parking on the pavement outside Brompton House on Station Road.


Council then discussed a proposal from PC Greenhouse to amalgamate the PACT meetings with all other villages in her area.  She proposed having three such meetings a year and inviting two representatives from each village.  Councillor Williams felt that any attempt to amalgamate the Broadway PACT with other villages would end in the meetings being even less well subscribed and was in favour of giving the present system another chance with better publicity.  Councillor Shaw had attended the last meeting and noted that since it had been moved from the small hall to the large hall the meetings were less well attended. He also felt that a further factor could be that the PACT meetings may not be delivering earlier expectations.  Councillor Mrs. Wilson advocated that the Broadway meeting be limited to one a year, and Councillor Williams agreed that it was too premature to kill off the present system.

FINANCE WORKING GROUP:

The Minutes of the meeting of the Finance Working Group held on 28th September had been previously circulated.

APPROVAL OF BUDGET and PRECEPT 2008/09:


The Chairman of the Finance Working Group, Councillor Shaw, noted that the increase in the precept year on year was 7.9% and, in his view, this was wholly justified on the grounds of some of the improvements it would bring to residents including a donation of £2,000 from Council in response to a request from the Traders for new Christmas lights, as well as other health and safety issues.  Councillor Shaw proposed that the budget and precept of eighty-six thousand pounds (£86,000) as recommended by the finance working group be formally adopted by Council.  This was seconded by Councillor Mrs. Wilson, and unanimously approved.


Councillor Shaw also wished it to be recorded that the Clerk had worked hard in the preparation of the necessary papers for Council which had greatly helped to smooth the process.

SKATEBOARD PARK: 


Heather Peachey of the District Council had responded to the letter sent by the Parish Council with reference to Section 106 monies for improvements to Open Spaces on the Recreation Area.  She advised Council that eighty-two thousand three hundred pounds (£82,300) was available for Open Space improvements and enhancements and had agreed that quotations could now be sent to cost out the scheme for the Play Area first, although she would like Council to submit an enhanced proposal incorporating work on the Skateboard Park or a similar scheme at a later stage.  At a meeting of the Recreation Ground sub-group held on 22nd October (in  attendance were County Councillor Mrs. Eyre, the Chairman Councillor Folkes, Mr. John Hankinson and the Clerk) it was agreed to submit the tender document to at least three contractors and to fully investigate a new concrete skate ramp, possibly with a BMX facility.  Councillor Penny will identify community groups who will assist in raising grant funding and making applications to appropriate bodies.  The Clerk invited Mr. John Hankinson, a trained engineer, to inspect the skateboard park to see if the equipment was still serviceable.  In a verbal report, Mr. Hankinson said the equipment had been vandalised  and had deteriorated to such an extent that it should be condemned and removed for health and safety reasons.  Mr. Hankinson had since agreed to project manage the new scheme.  Councillor Greig proposed that the Council support this as well as the immediate removal of the old skateboard ramp to enable the site to be cleared of all  debris so there were  no further health and safety issues.   Councillor Greig  also urged approval for the Recreation sub-group to proceed with a skateboard ramp scheme, and that Council should also agree that this should embrace a BMX facility and a youth shelter if at all possible.  It was further proposed by Councillor Greig that Council take over the full responsibility for insurance, maintenance and inspection of the skateboard ramp, although the lease of the area should continue to be as at present with the Youth Club.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor Mrs. Wilson with ten votes in favour and one abstention.

Mr. Hilton’s name had been added to the plaque with previous winners which is on display at the Lifford Hall.   Other nominations were for Mr. Dave Smith, the Southern Family, Mr. and Mrs. Red Haslam, Dr. Neil Townshend, Rev. Terry Mason, Broadway Retained Firefighters, Mrs. Karalee Evans, and Mrs. Joan Parfitt.

PLANNING:


The Chairman noted that the application regarding Chandlers, 24 Leamington Road, had been referred to the Development Control Committee.  The applicant, who had been misinformed, was apparently not to blame in believing that the permitted development was in order.  The advice given had been incorrect as the property was within the Conservation Area.  Councillor Penny expressed outrage at the error and questioned whether heads would roll.  The Chairman did not believe this would happen and reminded councillors that he himself had abstained.  It would be for Councillor Penny, therefore, to pursue this matter further if he so wished.

WASTE, RECYCLING AND STREET CLEANING CONTRACT OPTIONS:


The Parish Council was asked to comment about the possibility for the introduction of fortnightly rubbish collections as part of the government’s new national waste strategy.  In this respect, a letter has been received from Mr. Mike Ruddell who points out that the Wychavon website states that if properties have significant problems with storage and access a weekly black sack service would be offered instead, although it is not clear how ‘significant’ is defined.  Mr. Ruddell proposed that the Parish Council seek to gain a general exemption for the Broadway Conservation Area from the use of wheelie bins, or ensures that all houses in the village which do not have easy access for wheelie bins from discrete storage at the rear of their properties, continue to have a weekly black bag collection as at present.  Councillor Mrs. Wilson supported Mr. Ruddell’s proposal, seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock, and the proposal was carried with one abstention.  The Chairman reminded Council that a decision on this matter would be taken on Tuesday, 30th October.  He believed there would be agreement for a weekly collection of food, and garden waste would be free of charge.  Also, residents who had difficulties in having wheelie bins would, on application, very likely receive approval for the continuance of a black sack collection scheme.  In addition, inaccessible routes would receive sympathetic treatment.  In response to a query from Councillor Williams that there had been a successful prosecution by invalid carriages under the Discrimination Act 2002, the Chairman said that all refuse should always be left on the boundary of the property.
