Prior to commencement of the meeting, the Chairman announced the resignation of the Parish Clerk to take effect from the end of February 2008.  A. job advertisement had been prepared.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock, and unanimously approved, that the new appointment should be made by a Staffing Committee comprising the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and Councillor Haslam.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:  Councillors Mrs. Locker and Williams


Letters of apology from both councillors were read out and Council agreed to accept the reasons given.


The Clerk reminded councillors of the need to always give reasons in writing if they were unable to attend any meeting, and advised that it was a matter for Council to decide whether the reasons for absence were legitimate and justified the excuse given.  He also noted that it was possible for a councillor to lose his/her place on Council if failure to attend occurred for a period of six months unless the absence had the approval of the Council.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  There were no declarations of interest.

POLICE REPORT:


PC Greenhouse reported that there had been a twenty-six per cent increase in crime year on year with criminal damage accounting for the biggest increase at thirty incidents.  The second highest category was burglary of non-dwellings at ten incidents.  In answer to a question from Councillor Penny, PC Greenhouse said there was no particular reason for the increase in the holiday period, as August was not included in the reported figures, and similar patterns had been recorded in seven other villages.  A Volunteer Evening had been scheduled for 3rd October at the Police Station between 7.00 and 9.00 pm in an attempt to enlist more volunteers to help man the Station during the week.  It was also agreed that a pre PACT meeting would be held at 5.45 pm on Monday, 17th September.  PC Greenhouse reported that Community Safety Officer Davies was currently conducting other duties in Evesham, but would return to Broadway thereafter.  Councillor Penny wished to record Council’s appreciation for all the hard work undertaken by PC Greenhouse during the recent flooding.

MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 21:06:07


Proposed by Councillor Toye and seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock, the Minutes of the Meeting held on 21st June 2007 were approved with eight votes in favour and three abstentions AFTER THE FOLLOWING AMENDMENT WAS MADE:  P.684 paragraph 6 should read “The Clerk read out a letter…..”  The Minutes were then duly signed as a true record.

Councillor Barton then expressed his concern that the letter from Mrs. Buchan, Chairman of the Broadway Traders’ Association, had been read out at the meeting, as it should in his view have been forwarded to the Standards Board.  In reply to his question as to whose decision it was to read out the letter, the Clerk explained that it was an open letter addressed to Council which had arrived on the day of the meeting, and he had agreed with the Chairman that it could be read out in the public interest.  Councillor Barton demanded that the letter be published in full as part of the Minutes, but this request was declined.  At this point Councillor Barton expressed his intention to resign from Council and left the meeting.  Councillor Penny proposed that this matter had been handled satisfactorily by Council, which proposal was seconded by Councillor Greig and carried with eight votes in favour and three abstentions.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS:


County Councillor Eyre reported that National Grid is planning major works on the Honeybourne to Wormington natural gas pipeline which will cause delays for Broadway residents on the A44 between Broadway and Wickhamford.  In a move to compensate communities disadvantaged by the works, the National Grid could be a financial partner to the Village when considering how to match Section 106 monies for work in the Recreation Area or some other Open Space project.


Council was passed a copy of the Worcestershire Play Strategy contributed to and reviewed by partners in Worcestershire.  This document would need to be consulted in conjunction with proposals for the Recreation Ground.


Broadway Quarry is proposing to deepen the quarry.  Smiths appear to be in breach of their depth limit and retrospectively be asking for permission to go further.  The breach is of concern not least because officers at the County Council appear not to have adequately monitored the quarry.  There is also concern at the way in which Broadway, the only natural hard stone area in Worcestershire, may have to contribute to have the West Midlands aggregate policy.  The Conservation Board supports the supply of building stone particularly for local use, but is opposed to new or existing quarries primarily for the production of crushed rock.


It was proposed by Councillor Mrs. Wilson, seconded by Councillor Greig, that Councillor Toye should work with Councillor Mrs. Eyre to help keep Council informed of possible options.

CORRESPONDENCE AND CLERK’S REPORT:



The Clerk has received an unqualified audit from Clement Keys and the usual Notice of Closure of the audit was advertised for fourteen days.  No comments have been received from the Public.


Council has received an invitation from County Councillor Mrs. Eyre to formally join the launching of a twinning event with Alice Springs Regatta.  She is on the Broadway Regatta Committee, and hopes to reserve the Village Green in either June or July 2008 to mark this event at a date still to be confirmed.


Any councillors who missed out on the training events this year are invited to attend an Autumn or Winter training session organised by Honeybourne Parish Council and run by C.A.L.C., and are asked to notify the Clerk

A formal complaint has been made by Mr. Martin Aspinall, owner of Landmark in the High Street, about an A-board belonging to Antony Holmes, Solicitor, which is allegedly placed outside 45 High Street on Highways property.  The complaint is being investigated by Highways, and a request has apparently been made to Mr. Holmes to remove the sign. However, County Councillor Liz Eyre has stated that this matter is unlikely to be enforced for technical reasons. Similarly there have been complaints that the Cookshop has also mounted a sign illegally on the footpath and this too has been reported to Highways,


Following discussions regarding the Broadway skateboard park at the last Council meeting, the Clerk expressed the gratitude of the Council to Councillor Barton for removing the forty-one pallets from the area.  Councillor Barton noted that the trench dug out for footings at the skateboard park is a particular health and safety hazard, and the Clerk had written to Mrs. Betty Phillips, Chairman of the Broadway Youth Club, pointing out the danger and asked for remedial action to be taken.  Furthermore, a request by the Recreation sub-Group to have the play area tidied up with the removal of thistles and nettles from the bark covered area, is being dealt with by the parish lengthsman who will deal with this on the Parish budget for the recreation area as well as mending a broken gate.   Two new bye-laws signs had been vandalised and stolen from the Recreation Ground, with one since having been recovered and returned to the Parish Office by PC Greenhouse.  The Clerk now has agreement from Mr. Carpenter of “The Gables” that the sign can be located at the side of his garden wall at a sufficient height to prevent further vandalism in the future.


A complaint has been received from Mr. Colin Brant following an accident suffered by his Wife  who tripped on a protruding paving slab on the corner of the High Street and Leamington Road.  Mr. Brant has formally complained to Highways who have since inspected the area and undertaken remedial action.


A number of complaints have been received from residents about overgrown footpaths, and despite several requests to Highways the response process has been extremely slow.  The Clerk is, therefore, liaising with the lengthsman to see if he can undertake some additional work on an occasional basis to supplement the programme which is normally initiated by Highways.   In addition, the lengthsman has agreed to undertake the installation of rubber matting on the grass verges outside HSBC and Lloyds Banks.  The cost of this work amounts to £1,727 which has not been budgeted for other than in the additional monies to be received from the County Council for the lengthsman.  The Clerk is, therefore, currently negotiating with the Chairman of the Broadway Trust to try and share these costs, and is also investigating a cheaper quotation.


A letter has been received from Mr. Brian Norfolk of the District Council regarding the extension of the central car park.  It would appear that Mr. Tim Deakin, Development Manager Corporate Projects, has now written to Mr. David Renfrew seeking to ascertain if he is prepared to dispose of land to the Council to enable the car park to be enlarged.  It is understood from Mr. Renfrew that he is considering acquiring the land for other purposes and, therefore, it is unlikely that the land will be made available for the car park extension.


The County Council has notified the Clerk that the County’s Library Service has recently undergone a review by external consultants Kentwood Associates to identify efficiency savings of £250,000. Comments are invited from councillors as part of the consultation process.


The Planning Officer of the Cotswold Conservation Board has advised Council that in accordance with the Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programme Regulations 2004 a formal strategic environmental assessment is being undertaken which can be viewed on the AONB website.  Parish Councils can demonstrate their compliance by fulfilling the objectives and policies of the AONB Management Plan as it applies to their activities.


Mr. Fred. Davies, Policy Manager at the District Council, has written concerning an update on the 14th and 21st June and the 16th July meetings for the South Worcestershire Joint Core Strategy briefings with Town and Parish Councils.  Further consultation is planned for the Autumn.


GBD, the mowing contractor for the Parish Council, has apologised for the interruption to the usual schedule of mowing caused by the unprecedented weather conditions and expressed gratitude to Council for their patience and understanding during this difficult situation.


It has been brought to the Council’s attention that Item 57(b) of Standing Orders on pecuniary interests is in conflict with the most recent adoption of Paragraph 12 (2) of the Model Standard Code of Conduct in which councillors with a prejudicial interest may stay and speak on an item but should leave before a vote is taken.  This item will be amended in due course when NALC issue their appropriate wording for the amendment.


The South West Regional Assembly had been required to undertake a Sustainability Assessment exploring the provision of future Gypsy and Traveller pitches.  The Regional Planning Body is to produce a Pre-Submission Consultation document setting out how the public and interested groups have been involved in developing proposals for Gypsy and Traveller provision.  Comments are invited by 31st October.  Also, the Regional Planning Body is now developing the preferred option for Phase 2 of the Regional Spatial Strategy Revision and there will be an informal half day briefing event on 28th September in Birmingham to share their conclusions and invite feedback. 


The District Council is undertaking a review of polling district and polling places within the Wychavon District Council area (under S18 of the Representation of the People Act 1983 as amended).  Copies of the notice and submission forms were distributed to councillors requesting their comments including any suggestions for alternative venues for polling stations by Friday, 14th September. 


Councillors are reminded that they may also submit nominations for the Broadway Community Award to be received by the Clerk no later than Friday, 21st September.

REPORTS / VISITOR MANAGEMENT, VILLAGE DESIGN STATEMENT 
SUB-GROUP, RECREATION GROUND SUB-GROUP:


The next meeting of the Visitor Management Group will be on Wednesday the 5th September followed by a meeting of the Steering Group of the Tourist Information Centre. At this a proposal will be discussed to re-structure the TIC as a Company Limited by Guarantee. Thereafter a proposal will be made to invite a representative of the Parish Council to be  a member/director of the Company  but it was agreed that no further action be taken until more details had been received.


The Village Design Statement sub-group met on August 14th and report that they may have been successful in obtaining a further grant from Community First enabling them to publish a quality and illustrated report. It was agreed that the recent flooding has focussed attention on the most important component of the Village Design Statement, namely the production of development guidelines. The next meeting is scheduled for September 21st.


Professor Wakelin informed the Council that the Group had received an additional £1,000 funding from Community First, and it was agreed that the Clerk could sign the acceptance form.

The Recreation Sub Group have had a couple of meetings to discuss the ROSPA survey and to finalise their recommendation to Council for the purchase of new playground equipment. Three contractors will be invited to tender for the project and a public notice displayed announcing the tender,  subject to confirmation from Brian Norfolk of the District Council . The group’s  report had been circulated to councillors and Councillor Mrs. Wilson proposed that Council move ahead with the tendering process and enlist the full support of the District Council to finance the project from Section 106 monies.  Councillor Penny seconded this proposal, and the item was unanimously approved.  Councillor Greig is also a member of this Group.

FLOODING / EMERGENCY PLANNING:


The flooding which occurred on the week-end of 20th July left many properties in the village flooded - some suffering extensive damage. A full report of the properties and businesses affected has been compiled by County Cllr. Mrs. Eyre. From the feedback received from residents, nine areas have been identified as  needing attention with five of them as critical.  Where applicable these matters have also been reported to Highways for further action.  In addition, there is concern that the Severn Trent Treatment Centre at the top of the High Street may be one of the causes of the extensive flooding experienced.  The problem appears to be in the pipework behind this facility which may be inadequate to cope with the amount of water experienced.  The Clerk has reported this matter to both Highways and Severn Trent who have agreed to investigate it urgently.  Meanwhile, the Clerk, together with the County and District Councillors, has been revising the emergency procedures for the village.  A request for a sandbag depot in the village has been declined by the District Council.  A keyholder list for the Lifford Hall has been prepared so that residents can take refuge in a further emergency.  Mr. Peter Riley has acquired twenty dehumidifiers for the Rugby Club, and is willing to consider requests for loan of this equipment from anyone in need.


The Environmental Agency is organising a flood drop-in session for areas affected by flooding.  The Broadway session will take place at the Lifford Hall on Tuesday, 18th September. Also the Clerk has received a report of a meeting on the 14th August between Mr John Hankinson and Mr Niall Hall of the Environmental Agency in which Mr Hankinson presented his findings on the cause and effect of the flooding on the High Street with particular regard to the streams, culverts and water courses in the hope of achieving improvements in the drainage system. Mr Hankinson is also gathering information on the water course down at Snowshill Road. 


Also, the District Council is asking for help in identifying any riparian land owners who may be failing to check water courses and ditches on their properties,  and ensuring that they are meeting their legal responsibilities by regular maintenance and cleaning, thereby eliminating another possible cause of the flooding problems experienced by numerous residents on the Upper High Street via their back gardens.

  
Additionally, the Clerk is liaising with the Revd. Terry Mason and Signpost to prepare a cascading list of volunteers who would be willing to supply blankets and water in future emergencies. So far, only three people have volunteered to help.


The Clerk has also received a letter from Mr. James Powell, a Building Consultant, who represents clients at 17-27 Leamington Road who were once again flooded.  Mr. Powell states that after a meeting in October 2006 with members of Severn Trent and the Highways authority, together with District and Parish Councillors, a flood flap was put on one of the drains in an attempt to alleviate the problem.  He points out that his clients were still flooded, and consideration should now be given to requisition a surface water sewer adequate to deal with the problems in this area.  In addition, the Chairman of Willersey Parish Council, Mr. Maurice Andrews, has updated the Clerk on areas in his Parish which have been flooded.  Both letters have been sent on to County Councillor Mrs. Eyre for further action.  Councillor Penny proposed that there should be an Extraordinary Meeting for Council to discuss the whole flooding problem.  This was supported by Councillors Mrs. Wilson, Greig and Keane, and a date would be announced for this in September.

QUALITY PARISH COUNCIL:  


A group of councillors comprising the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and Councillor Shaw, together with the Clerk, met Ms. Maturi from C.A.L.C., to undertake an audit of the Quality Parish Status Scheme.  The Group are recommending that as there is no financial benefit to Council, it should not proceed with accreditation at the current time but should review this decision.  Councillor Penny proposed that Council should not proceed at the current time but should review this decision once the new Clerk is in situ.  This was seconded by Councillor Mrs. Stock and carried with eight votes in favour and three abstentions.

SPONSORSHIP OF FISH HILL ROUNDABOUT:


Budgens have requested that they be allowed to sponsor the Fish Hill roundabout once they have had a planting scheme approved by the Highways Authority and the Clerk would apply for a licence.  This was proposed by Councillor Mrs. Wilson, seconded by Councillor Greig, and unanimously approved.

A-BOARD SIGNAGE:


The Chairman of the Broadway Trust has drafted a joint letter addressed to traders in the High Street in which the detrimental nature of A-board signs both visually and as a hazard to the public is pointed out.  His request to have the letter also signed by Jenny Buchan, Chairman of the Broadway Traders Association, however, has been rejected by their committee on the grounds that they did not regard the boards as a particularly contentious issue, although this decision would be reviewed at the next Traders’ meeting to be held on the 30th August.  Councillor Mrs. Stephenson proposed that no further action should be taken without the support of the Traders, seconded by Councillor Greig and carried unanimously.

PARISH HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY:  





The Clerk has received notification from Ms. Frances Evans, Housing Development Officer at the District Council, that following consultations with the Parish Council with a view to proceeding with a Broadway Housing Needs Survey they now intend to conduct the survey in September with or without approval of the Parish Council.  At a meeting held last January, councillors agreed in principle with a Housing Need Survey, but disallowed it from proceeding at least until the full indications of the Regional Spatial Strategy Plan had been fully understood.  Councillor Mrs. Wilson proposed that the position of the Council had not changed, seconded by Councillor Greig, and it was unanimously decided that if the survey went ahead it did so without Council’s support.

PACT MEETINGS:  


The next PACT meeting will be held on Tuesday, 25th September.  However, due to the fact that this meeting also clashes with a full District Council meeting, both our  District County Councillors may not be able to be present. PC Greenhouse suggested that the PACT meetings may have lost their momentum and questioned whether it might be preferable to revert to surveys to identify police priorities, and to hand over all other priorities to the relevant partners and agencies.  Councillor Mrs. Stock proposed that the existing system continued as at present, seconded by Councillor Toye, and it was agreed that Councillor Shaw should stand in for Councillor Greig as the Council representative for PACT.

VILLAGE OF THE YEAR COMPETITION:


Mr. Neil Hilton informed Council that Broadway had been chosen to represent Worcestershire in the Village of the Year competition.  The next step will be a regional round defined by the sponsors, Calor Gas, as West of England and including Shropshire, Devon and Cornwall.  Councillor Greig proposed that Council should support a move to mount signs at the entrances to the village with the words “Worcestershire Village of the Year 2007”, seconded by Councillor Keane, and it was also agreed that at this stage no financial support would be forthcoming but that this decision would be reviewed if Broadway succeeded in the next round. The proposal was carried with nine votes in favour and two abstentions.

PLANNING:


Following the decision to defer a recommendation regarding the Lygon Arms Hotel proposals, the Chairman called for a public meeting and exhibition which was held at the Lygon Arms Hotel on 13th August  and attended by representatives from the Broadway Trust and residents of Gordon Close and Springfield Lane, with responses given by the District Council Case Officer, Mr. Jonathan Edwards.  Some two hundred and fifty residents attended, and many expressed their concern at the proposals, particularly the affect on Back Lane.  The Chairman announced that the matter had now been referred to the District Council’s Development Control Committee, and the earliest date on which it could be determined is Thursday, 13th September.


Councillor Shaw expressed concern that the Chairman had retained a position of neutrality by not voting or commenting at the important meeting held on 13th August regarding the Lygon Arms, and that this was apparently the ‘norm’ at all other planning meetings. He wondered whether this disqualified Councillor Folkes from being an effective member of the Planning Committee. The Clerk noted, however, that the legal position supported Councillor Folkes’ stand on the grounds of his being both a District and Parish Councillor, and any vote could be construed as a predetermination and could cause the District Council problems at the Development Control Committee stage.  Councillor Shaw also expressed the view that Councillor Mrs. Stock should have left the meeting as she had a prejudicial interest.  This view was again challenged by the Chairman who maintained that Councillor Mrs. Stock had correctly declared a personal interest and had abstained.  Councillor Shaw continued to argue that Councillor Folkes had a conflict of interest and should consider whether or not he should continue as Chairman of the Planning Committee.  Councillor Penny intervened at this point stating that enough had been said and that the item be closed.  There were no further comments.

The Parish Council raised objections to this proposal on the following grounds:  [a]  it is the policy of the Local Planning Authority, as set out in the adopted Wychavon District Local Plan, to ensure that new residential development is in keeping with the existing form of development in the locality and preserves the residential amenity of neighbouring dwellings.  The proposal, by virtue of its siting, size, and scale, and the fact that ground levels significantly decline towards the western boundary of the site, will have an overbearing impact, and significantly overshadow the existing dwelling known as 27 Colletts Gardens.  The proposal is, therefore, contrary to policies GD2 and SUR1 of the adopted Wychavon District Local Plan, and the Council’s Supplementary Planning Guidance on House Extension;  [b]  the application does not include a unilateral undertaking or legal agreement providing for contributions towards the provision and enhancement of cycling facilities within the area.  As such, the proposal does not meet the requirements of the Council’s Supplementary Planning Guide on Developer’s Contributions;  [c]  The application will contribute to the flooding situation.
