?3) POLICE REPORT: PC Greenhouse reported crime figures for the period 1st
April to 30th June showed a decrease of eight crimes (21%) on the same period in 2007.
Burglaries were down by four, and criminal damage by three.

PC Greenhouse had asked the Parish Council for support regarding parking issues
in Colletts Fields, and the Clerk had circulated a memo to all councillors seeking their
views. The result was that the Parish Council would support the Police, but felt it unfair
to single out one area of the village. It would, however, support the stance of the Police
on parking throughout the village.

In response to the Collets Fields parking issues, the Police had conducted a survey
of twenty-seven residential properties in Colletts Fields, Salubrious, Colletts Gardens,
and Orchard Avenue (eight of which did not reply). On the retention/removal of yellow
lines, eighteen out of nineteen residents strongly favoured removal. The general
consensus of opinion was that in the past when the Local Authority had carried out
footpath repairs in the area and no restrictions were in place, the result was that residents
parked in a sensible manner. No-one was inconvenienced and it relieved a lot of tension.
Regarding parking on the footpath, only two of the nineteen questioned had an issue with
the pavement being obstructed, and the remaining seventeen (including one partially
sighted resident who uses an electric buggy) had no issues. There had been no reported
accidents in that area in the last three years.

Inspector Brooker was then asked to comment on the parking issues in Broadway.
He pointed out that most households today have at least two cars and that the roads on
estates such as Colletts Fields are too narrow to allow safe parking on the roadside. He
sympathised with their problems, especially if they were unable to find a parking space
after a long hard day at work. Ile added that the police would like to take a common
sense approach to the problem by educating offenders in the first instance, followed by

District Councillor Folkes reported the withdrawal of planning applications for
46 High Street and Pencisely in Springfield Lane, and said that the Planning Committee
had been criticised for not carrying out its job properly regarding 46 High Street. A letter
had been received saying that the signage was too large and obtrusive, but the planning
committee had disagreed and raised no objections.

Councillor Penny asked Councillor Mrs. Eyre for a response to the ragwort which
was growing in several parts of the village pointing out its danger to horses, and
Councillor Mrs. Eyre replied that she would report back the views of the District Council
as soon as possible.

(6) CLERK’S REPORT AND CORRESPONDENCE:

Confirmation had been received from the District Council that the Parish Council
had been awarded £500 for the Village Clean-Up Bursary Scheme (litter pick) which had
been carried out by Broadway United Football Youth Club The Chairman had invited a
member of the Club to the meeting, and Mr. Martin Hopkms was presented with a cheque
with the Council’s gratitude.

The Clerk had received a letter from Severn Trent Water advising of a feasibility
study being currently carried out with a view to eliminate flooding from the foul sewer in
Leamington Road. A topographical and radar survey would be undertaken in
Leamington Road from the junction with High Street to Lime Tree Avenue. It would be
then necessary to undertake trial holes in Leamington Road which would necessitate
traffic lights. Designs could be finalised once this was completed, and it was hoped
work would commence early in 2009.

The District Council had advised that it would be making repairs to foul drains at
the rear of the toilet block on Shear House car park. The work would take between five
to ten working days, and should commence 14® July. A courtesy toilet unit would be on
site for emergency use, and signs erected giving directions to toilets in the High Street
and Milestone Ground car parks. The District Council had since confirmed that the
works had been completed.

The Clerk had received the new Annual Report to Shareholders from the District
Council summarising its achievements and performance from the last year and its plans
for the coming year. It highlighted that the District Council had the eighth lowest council
tax in the country, and some of the highest resident satisfaction rates. The Audit
Commission ranked it as one of the best councils for overall ‘use ot resources’ and gave
