) APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Councillors Mrs. A. Locker and L. D. Keane

Before continuing the Agenda, the Chairman reported that from his annual budget
of £500, a cheque for £250 had been presented to Mrs. Wakelin for the Broadway .
Newsletter, and £250 had been put into the Village Design Statement sub-account within
the Parish accounts.

(2) DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: There were no declarations of interest.

(3) POLICE REPORT: PC Gail reported the crime figures fof the period from
April ‘07 to March *08, and reportéd that fifty per cent of burglaries had been detected.

A report on the PACT panel meeting follows in Agenda (7), but PC Greenhouse
said she was pleased with the meeting and that the priority for the next three months was
speed enforcement with the results passed on at the next meeting to be held on 11" June.

She also reported the set up of a traders’ telephone and e-mail system, whereby
problems such as suspect persons/incidents/forged banknotes etc. could be quickly passed
around the village and to the police.

Depending on the availability of PC Greenhouse, she will open the Police Station
at approx. 7.00 a.m., and the volunteers will run the Station from 10.00 a.m. There were
now sufficient volunteers to enable the Station to be open longer hours, including the
weekends, which would be of great benefit to visitors during the summer period.
Councillor Penny thanked the Police and said it was reassuring to know the Station was
open more often including early mornings.

PC Greenhouse reported that during Cheltenham festival week there was a high
visibility police presence in the village, both on foot and cycle, including plainclothes
officers. There was also an Automatic Vehicle Recognition system in place which
monitored vehicles without MOT’s etc. and results will be advised at a later date.

(6)  CLERK’S REPORT AND CORRESPONDENCE:
The Clerk reported he had successfully completed the Clerk’s Foundation Course
and received a Certificate of Attendance.

The Clerk, having also advised the event to Councillor Williams, Chairman of the
Flooding Committee, had attended the Wychavon Flood Fair on 14" February at the
Evesham Leisure Centre. The Fair demonstrated various ways in which residents can
protect both individual properties and larger areas. There is further information on these
flood alleviation measures at the Parish Office, and a press release had been sent to the
Broadway Newsletter and Grapevine for publication.

The Wychavon Bursary Award 2007/2008 was won by Mr. Michael Crump of
Droitwich Spa Parish Council. Our nominee, Mr. Neil Hilton, was invited to a reception
at the Civic Centre, Pershore, on 28% February, and had received a Certificate of
Commendation.

Mrs. Linhart had donated a bench in memory of her late mother, Mrs. Seton-
Morris. It was approved by Council in June 2006 that the seat should be placed outside
the doctors’ surgery. The cost of installation had also been met.

The Clerk received a copy letter sent by the Engineering Consultancy Manager of
the District Council to Mr. Baker of Masty Farm, Evesham Road, advising him of his
riparian duty under the Lane Drainage Act 1991, Maintenance of Watercoursc, to keep
the watercourse clear that passed over his land, and requesting confirmation that he had
attended to these works. The Clerk requested information of any other watercourses, so
that this information could be passed on.

The District Council had sent a copy of the Broadway Parish Housing Needs
Survey which had been distributed to all residents in Broadway. Councillors were
reminded by the Clerk that the Parish Council had decided not to support this survey.

The Audit Commission had written to advise that they proposed (o reappoint
Clement Keys as auditor to Broadway Parish Council. ‘I'he appointment will be for a five
year period commencing with the 2007/2008 accounts.
