1 Golf. cricket . archerv . model aircraft and other

missiles
2 Campina. parkina and fires

3 Mo person over the age of 14 is permitted to use
the playaround equipment or have access to the
area unless in charae of a child under the aae 14

4 Skateboardinag is onlv permitted in the desianated

area

5 Doa owners are asked not to allow doas in the Plav

Area
6 Cwclina (pedal or motorised)

CuUuLv BROADWAY BECOME A PLASTIC
BAG-FREE ZONE?

How manv plastic baas do vou accumulate each
week. each month. each vear? Worldwide it's esti-
mated that one million baas are used everv minute.
each adult usina about 300 baas per vear. Of course
plastic baas are useful. thev're convenient and hvai-
enic. The problem is that, used once or twice. they
are then discarded. and beina non-biodearadable. fill
up landfills and persist in the environment for dec-
ades. Plastic is a maior source of litter on land and a
maior hazard to life in the seas. Increasinalv. coun-
tries are bannina or discouraaina the used of plastic
baas. for example. Ireland where a surcharae on
baas has drasticallv reduced their use. However. it is
perfectlv possible for local communities to do this as
well. You mav have read about the Devon town
Modburv which became plastic baa-free this vear. the
first place in Europe to do so. This was achieved bv
ioint action between townspeople and traders - plas-
tic baas are now replaced for almost all purposes bv
reusable. environmentallv-friendlv baas. Could
Broadwav follow suit. and make a small but sianifi-
cant contribution to improvina the environment and
reducina enerav usaae? Mavbe the Parish Council
could take the lead on this. The Newsletter would be
interested in vour views. so come on residents and
traders — what do vou think?
